e Ensure that the safety and welfare of the match officials, players, spectators is a

e Wear the Identifying Vest and officials ID as provided by the SAASL

® Respect the decisions of the match official and encourage others to do the same

® Respect the rights, dignity and worth of every person, regardless of their gender,
ability, cultural background or religion

e Act respectfully towards all match officials, Referees, players and other officials

e Use or condone the use of offensive language or abusive behaviour at any time
e Use or condone the use of violent conduct or sexual, racial or any other form of
harassment at any time
